May 13, 1995   13:30 at BHYC

Committee Reports


Regatta Committee  Report from Don McNeil, VC. March 25 at TRYC had a regatta committee meeting with several request: Change starting sequence for the sandpiper and Blue Jay fleets. Request from the A Cat fleet to change schedule had been denied, request for no race if the wind has been consistently above 20 knots 15 minutes before the race was approved.  The Vanguard 15 and Snipe fleets will have special races this summer in the afternoon.


Course charts will be available memorial day for distribution, any club needing extra course sheets inform Jim Carson at the meeting.


Safety Committee Report from Harry Foote. He will trying a training course for patrol boat operators in the Ocean Gate and Pine Beach clubs. If it works well he may offer it to the other clubs.  Note from Bill Studdiford on the radio equipment that he will need a backup to help maintain the radios when he is not available some weeks this summer.


Protest Committee Report by Dave Loughran. No additional report since last meeting.  He will be at the seminar to discuss protest procedures.  Notices for the seminar were distributed


US Sailing - National Cup Events Committee - Elimination’s for the Sears, Bemus, and Smith Trophy at Seaside Park YC, July 11.  Dave Magno is the new O’Day representative.  Request to give the BBYRA trophy to the highest placing person from the bay instead of the current policy of giving the trophy if the race is held on Barnegat Bay.  Problem passed to the Regatta Committee for consideration for the 1996 season.


Scoring Committee Harold Lewry.  No scoring change from last year.  Patty will send out season registration information to last years participants and handle registration the same a last year.  Season registration by mail and first two weeks of the season and at the seminar.  Discussion of who is the official record of who is present on the race course - continue as in the past to check off boats from the committee boat, line boat, and late registration.


Year Book Don McNeil for Patty Applegate - today is the last day for changes to the book, it will be finalized on Wednesday for delivery at the Commodores Ball.


Class Eligibility and Course Committee - Jim Carson.  No new classes this season.


Junior Sailing Committee - Pat Dunn. - The summer calendar has been finalized.  The Midgets will be Aug. 21-23 in CT.  Final meeting June 21 at MCYC to introduce the sailing instructors.


Training Committee - Hank Waite - problem of the quality of the people on the boats, discussion of offering a race management seminar, can we require attendance or can we offer some kind of certification (Club Race Officer).  Discussion of the current experienced people are aging, therefore how do we train the volunteers that we depend on the run the races.  Proposal to set up a course for the fall with no further action this season.  We will need a proposal for the next meeting, including certification of people on the bay.


General Programs and Services - Roger Brown.  We have permits for the races. there have been no appeals since the last meeting.  The Commodores ball will be June 10 at Seaside Park.  The Blue Gavel is taking part of the responsibility for running the ball. They will be coordinating the invitations and obtaining the gifts for the raffle.  The capacity is about 130 people - not as many as last year.  The Blue Gavel will be a clearing house for scheduling future balls. Manasquan River has requested the year 1999 for their 100th anniversary.


Membership Committee - Werner Wedam.  Have received list from three clubs, he has requested a computer file of the membership to simplify the data transfer.  The bay membership list should be considered confidential and should not be handed out.
